Boys and Girls

* Pants: UHS charcoal grey tailored pants or UHS charcoal grey cotton
pants, length to sole of shoe.

¢ Shorts: UHS charcoal grey shorts.

¢ Shirt: UHS white with band or UHS striped polo shirt (Long and short
sleeve options are available in the white shirt and polo).

* White skivvy or white t-shirt may be worn if concealed under the
UHS windcheater.
Long sleeve tops are NOT to be worn under the short-sleeve shirts.

¢ Jumper: burgundy OR charcoal grey wool V-neck with UHS logo
Jumpers are to be worn with white shirts.

* Footwear: plain black, leather, lace up shoes OR

- plain black, leather (Mary-Jane style) shoes with thick strap and buckle

- Shoes need be completely black (including sole and laces) and are
worn with long white, black or grey socks. Girls may wear either
black or grey stockings. (Please note: Leg-ins are not an acceptable
alternative).

¢ Dress: polyester/cotton burgundy/blue check, knee length.

e Skirt: UHS burgundy and charcoal grey pleated skirt, knee length
(NB The polo shirt is NOT to be worn with the skirt or the dress).

¢ Shorts: UHS charcoal grey tailored shorts, knee length.

Physical Education

e Shirt: UHS burgundy and white sports shirt.

* Shorts: UHS burgundy mesh sports.

 Towel, sports shoes and white socks.

* Sun-safe hat: UHS burgundy cap with logo.

* Sport spray-jacket: lightweight, wind-proof UHS Jacket with logo.

* Sport jacket: UHS Tracksuit jacket.

¢ Sport bag: UHS lightweight bag (with logo) for carrying sport attire.

* Hair Accessories & Headwear: plain school colours.
Students are encouraged to wear burgundy or white hats outdoors for
sun protection. Hats and non-uniform jackets need to be removed when
indoors.
